Abstract: In China, directing is a special profession. This profession involves not only the
artistic accomplishment of the director, but also is closely related to the cultural development of the
society, the country and the nation. With the development of market economy, directors play an

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in China. The reason is that the director professionals we cultivate cannot meet the needs of the
society for film and television production talents. In Chinese universities, the employment
opportunities for graduates majoring in drama, film and television directors are much less than
those of other majors. After this major to face many problems: first, can not find the ideal job;
second, low income; third, instability. The reason is that students do not have a clear career goal
after graduation. Therefore, for the graduates of this major, in order to have a better employment, it
is necessary to cultivate themselves to become a director with strong creativity and practical ability.
In order to make the graduates become a creative and practical director talent, it is necessary to
cultivate the students' correct professional values and good professional ethics quality. The author
thinks that this is caused by the conflict between the training goal of the director's major and the
reality. Therefore, the most effective and fundamental way to solve this problem is to strengthen the
employment guidance for graduates majoring in drama film and television director problem. So
how to provide effective employment guidance? The author thinks that we should start from the
following aspects: first, establish the correct concept of employment; second, strengthen the
education and guidance; third, optimize the employment service.
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
