Abstract: Artistic truth is the "truth" in literary and artistic works. The so-called artistic reality
means that it is the subjective reflection of writers and artists to life, and it is the subjective
understanding and feeling of writers and artists on objective things. There is a qualitative difference
between real art and real life. It is a new image reflecting the real life formed by writers and artists

through artistic processing on the basis of their understanding of life and according to their own
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feelings of things. Its essential characteristic is "subjective and objective accord". The artistic truth
is not the objective reality itself, but the artist's subjective reflection to the objective reality. It has
the following characteristics: first, the life reflected in the work must be experienced and familiar by
the writer, artists and understanding; second must be objective existence and may change; three
must be typical. These characteristics show that the reality of art cannot be discussed without "I",
the subject of artistic creation.
