analyzes the characteristics and reasons of "mixed class" in Xinjiang, and puts forward educational
management strategies from the perspective of social identity theory, so as to provide theoretical
support for the education management of secondary vocational classes in Xinjiang. Since the 18th
CPC National Congress, the CPC Central Committee has attached great importance to the
development of ethnic education. In the report to the 19th CPC National Congress, it is clearly
proposed to "promote ethnic unity and the prosperity and development of ethnic minority areas". In
recent years, a lot of money has been invested in education in ethnic minority areas, and the scale of
secondary vocational classes in Xinjiang has been expanding. By the autumn of 2020,13 secondary
vocational classes in Xinjiang have been established in the mainland. The phenomenon of "mixed
class" is common in secondary vocational classes in mainland Xinjiang. The phenomenon of
"mixed class accommodation" means that students in the same class do not live in the same
dormitory, but that students of different ethnic groups live and study together in the same class.
