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Project learning practice and thinking in secondary vocational tourism classroom ——

Take service etiquette as an example

Abstract: In secondary vocational tourism classes, project-based learning refers to the teaching
method in which teachers systematically plan the learning tasks with common or similar goals
based on the teaching content, so that students can learn in the practical project and take the project
results as the basis for learning evaluation after the end of the project. The teaching method is based
on the constructivism theory, action-oriented teaching, situational experience and other theories. At
present, China's secondary vocational tourism classroom is based on "teaching", and the teaching
methods adopted by teachers in the classroom are also based on teaching methods and
indoctrination methods. This traditional teaching method cannot stimulate students' enthusiasm and
initiative in learning, and cannot let students take the initiative to participate in learning. Project-
based learning mainly focuses on "learning", and adopts task-driven, group cooperation,
independent inquiry and other ways to carry out classroom activities. This method can realize the
combination of theory and practice, and fully stimulate students' interest and participation.
Therefore, applying project learning to secondary vocational tourism classroom is an important way

to realize the goal of education and teaching.
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
