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Structure analysis and memory of Russian compound words

Abstract: There are many compound words in Russian, and they have different meanings,
including monosyllables, bissyllables, and polysyllables. The structure of Russian compound words
is complex and can be divided into three categories: synonymous compound words, synonym
compound words and derived compound words. Synonymous compound word is composed of a
basic voxe (including root and prefix) and another basic voxe (including root and suffix).
Synonymous compounds mainly have the following three categories: () similar words, namely
words composed of homes and similar words; @ similar combinations, namely words composed of
two basic words; 3 derived compounds, namely words composed of one basic word derived from
another basic word. The proportion of Russian is 20%, 70% and 20%, respectively. Syndrome
compound, also known as joint compound, is composed of more than two basic voxes. The most
common words of such compound words are: 1) synonymous compound noun (or adjective), that is,
a word composed of one basic morpheme and one or two or more basic phonemes; 2) synonym
compound phonetic change (i. e., joint tone change), that is, a word composed of more than two
morphemes, in which the morpheme can be a synonym, antisense or familiar morpheme. These
compound words are often more complex and easy to be confused, and they must master their
structure and meaning. In addition, there are some derived compounds in Russian: (D derived from
the original word base; 2 homogeneous compound changes (i. e., a word with more than two
different syllables); (3 connected compound (words composed of more than two morphemes).
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
