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Reform and exploration of music course teaching in normal schools

Abstract: As an independent art discipline, music education not only has its own unique value
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and status, but also is a comprehensive, practical and practical discipline. As one of the most basic
courses in the music teaching system of primary and secondary schools, its teaching effect directly
affects the cultivation and development of primary school students' music literacy. As the future
primary school teachers, the training goal should be "have a solid professional basic knowledge and
skills, high comprehensive quality, strong teaching ability and practical ability, have a certain
scientific research ability and innovative spirit". Therefore, the reform and exploration of the music
course teaching in normal university professional primary schools is not only helpful to improve the
comprehensive quality and quality of normal university students, but also is of great significance to
the development of music education in primary and secondary schools in China.
